Why exhibit with us?

A beautiful space to house your exhibition and friendly, helpful staff who can help you with your printing, hanging and publicising your work – we can even support your afternoon launch event.

Better still - it’s free.

Who can exhibit at the History Centre?

Hull History Centre can provide an exhibition space for the use of community groups, societies and heritage projects, however, we will also consider work created by local artists. We really like work that revolves around Hull, its history and its people.
Exhibition area:

· A 13m x 3m space in the History Centre Arcade.

· Up to 12 double sided 750mm (w) x 1000mm (h) grey fabric covered freestanding exhibition boards (for use with Velcro).

· Up to 3 double sided 1700mm (w) x 1500mm (h) red/green fabric covered exhibition boards which stand on a table. (for use with Velcro)
· Up to 3 double sided 1228mm (w) x 885mm (h) blue and gray fabric covered free standing exhibition boards on pole stands. (for use with Velcro)
You may use your own durable, portable and safe boards on arrangement.
What do I need to include?
Your exhibition needs to start with a title and short statement of who you are, what you do, and what you are showing us in the exhibition.  The exhibition can be a mixture of text and images. Sculpture and other art forms are accepted, however, artist must provide means by which to keep work and members of the general public safe. 
Any advice?

We recommend that:

· Panels have no more than 600 words for the main body of text and that a clear font is used, in a contrasting colour to the background.
· Captions/acknowledgements for each image used should be no more than 20 words.  

· Permission must be sought for all images used.
· Due to strong sunlight in the foyer space, please do not exhibit work that you would be upset if it were to fade – exhibit copies where possible.
Will HHC print my work?
With arrangement we can help to print or copy some of your work for display. All copies made by the History Centre will be retained. All files to be printed must be in either a .jpeg or .pdf format. We cannot accept any other file types, including Photoshop files.

And the small print…(in big print)
The History Centre reserves the option to refuse exhibitions at short notice if, when they arrive, they are unsafe or unsuitable for a family audience.
